This imposing building has been restored to its former
glory by owners Downing in oneofthe UK O s
privately -funded refurbishments of a star -listed
property. During the final phase of the project, Hills
Decorative Services redecorated all the interior
communal areas of the five  -storey Edwardian
Barogue building with its passageways and galleries
radiating from an ornate central atrium spanned by
an impressive dome.

This was a complex project to manage as work had to

be carried out whilst the building was still being rewired
and replastered. Close co  -operation between the various
trades on site was critical. The building was also open
and fully occupied throughout the refurbishment and
sophisticated access arrangements were needed to
enable the tenants to carry on their businesses as
normal. Furthermore, the deadline was immovable as
the redecorated Port of Liverpool Building was to play
an i mportant role at the offici
Capital of Culture year.

The sheer scale of the building and the height of the
dome presented major challenges. An immense scaffold
arrangement was installed by Skyline Scaffold, occupying
the entire atrium from floor to dome. This allowed the
decorating team safe access to all the central areas
whilst minimising inconvenience for tenants.

Work commenced in the dome which was decorated in a striking palette of blue,
gold, black and soft white. Then the team steadily worked their way down the
pillars and mouldings of the atrium. The scaffold was removed and, following
behind the electricians and plasterers, the painters redecorated the elegant
balconie s, passageways, and washrooms on each of the five floors. The final
task was to paint the sweeping marbled staircase.
